COP27 Sets the Stage for the 
Second Annual Global Carbon Literacy Action Day

As the world prepares to witness the United Nations COP27 [5] climate change negotiations in Egypt, The Carbon Literacy Project [2] is set to stage the second annual international Carbon Literacy Action Day (CLAD) on Monday 7th November 2022, to coincide with day one of the summit.
The Action Day is the first and largest mass training event of its kind, where learners from all walks of life, sectors, genders, ages and nations all around the world, will participate in and complete their days’ worth of Carbon Literacy training simultaneously, to become certified as Carbon Literate [1]. As part of their day, learners take actions and make pledges to reduce their own carbon footprints, and use their developed understanding of climate change to take action in both their personal and professional lives.
On the inaugural Action Day in November 2021, more than 500 [7] individuals simultaneously completed their Carbon Literacy training and went on to become certified as Carbon Literate. These learners came from 29 organisations, spanning 14 sectors of society and were trained using 35 individually unique Carbon Literacy courses from across England, Scotland, Wales, Northern Ireland, Croatia, Australia and Guatemala. Having had such a successful first-ever Action Day in 2021, the Project is hoping for even greater impact in 2022.
As world leaders meet in Sharm El-Sheikh to negotiate for global climate action, organisations, community groups and citizens from all over the world will also come together to commit to taking climate action through Carbon Literacy. As such, a multitude of organisations and Carbon Literacy trainers will be delivering local and virtual training sessions to unique audiences from all corners of the globe, on November 7th. 
With training finishing in different time-zones throughout the day, the Action Day will culminate in an hour-long virtual tour at 17:00 GMT, where organisations, trainers and learners, will be given the opportunity to join and share their accounts of their 
day, and share some of the best-pledged climate actions from their groups. At the end of the tour, the total number of learners and their actions will be tabulated, and the predicted amount of CO2e saved as a result, will be estimated.
The Carbon Literacy Project is a celebrated multi-award-winning, globally unique climate education project, working with citizens, communities, groups and organisations from a range of sectors within the UK and far beyond. Whilst The Carbon Literacy Project oversees the delivery of a day’s worth of learning and action on climate change, the training itself is co-designed and delivered by members of the sectors, groups and audience who will receive the training. 
This ensures that Carbon Literacy is specific to the sector and audience, creating a stronger, more relevant, and more impactful experience for every learner.
Carbon Literacy is therefore adaptable anywhere, but consistent everywhere. It engages, informs and encourages audiences to act now in order to reduce their emissions, while also inspiring longer-term thinking into what action can be taken to mitigate carbon emissions, promote a zero-carbon society, and build a better future.
As of October 2022, The Carbon Literacy Project announced that more than 43,000 citizens had been formally assessed and certified as Carbon Literate. As a result, more than 86,000 actions have already been taken to directly address climate change and reduce emissions. The Carbon Literacy Action Day will see a further significant surge in this total, as organisations, communities and groups come together to participate on November 7th.
As Egypt assumes the Presidency for COP27, world leaders will meet once again to confront climate change and discuss new and strengthened global efforts for tackling the climate emergency. With each year that goes by, COP and its outcomes are more and more crucial for citizens all over the world. As temperatures have continued to rise, climate disasters have become even more frequent, and energy insecurity has worsened since COP26, the world will look to global leaders for real change and firm commitments on action and funding, for a safer, fairer better tomorrow.
Background: 
In August 2021, the IPCC [6] released the first part of their Sixth Assessment Report, entitled ‘Climate Change 2021: The Physical Science Basis.’ In this startling report, 
scientists comprehensively explain how human activity is driving global heating, and that climate change is fuelling extreme weather events including flooding, severe heatwaves and droughts, loss and extinction of species, and the melting of ice sheets, causing sea levels to rise. The UN Secretary, António Guterres, described the report as “code red for humanity”.
Carbon Literacy equips learners with the ability and power to recognise their individual agency to effectively address the causes and impacts of climate change and make a tangible contribution to delivering low-carbon solutions, alongside their peers, within their spheres of influence. 
There are now over 43,000 Carbon Literate citizens worldwide, some 4,000 organisations with Carbon Literate staff, more than 400 unique Carbon Literacy courses and 17 nations around the globe engaged with Carbon Literacy.
Work by Jacobs Engineering indicates that each Carbon Literate citizen reduces their personal and/or professional resource footprint by between 5% and 15% annually.
Carbon Literacy Project Managing Director, Dave Coleman said;
“Carbon Literacy is not about creating a future that is ‘slightly less bad than it could be’. It’s about creating a future that is secure, and inspiring, and actually better than the recent past. Carbon Literacy is a unique approach - not-for-profit, co-developed by a working group drawn from all sectors and audiences. It is scalable and adaptable, of immediate relevance as it is developed by the audiences receiving it, and tested and proven in use, by thousands of organisations, and tens of thousands of citizens, all acting in concert to deliver immediate solutions to the climate crisis, both now and in the future.”
Carbon Literacy Project Director of Advocacy, Phil Korbel said;
“Whilst world leaders rally around the climate clause in Egypt, we’re getting on with the job of mobilising people from all walks of life, to play the biggest part they can, to minimise damage from the climate crisis. This is no tick box exercise. Everyone trained on the Carbon Literacy Action Day will come away with actions that they have devised, that maximise their carbon savings, whatever their position or skills. Most of all, we want to inspire the world with what Carbon Literacy does, and invite all organisations and communities to pick up and use these unique tools.”

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NOTES TO EDITORS
[1] Carbon Literacy:
Carbon Literacy (CL) is “An awareness of the carbon dioxide costs and impacts of everyday activities, and the ability and motivation to reduce emissions, on an individual, community and organisational basis.”
It is delivered by testing and certifying successful individuals as Carbon Literate after they have participated in a days-worth of learning and action.
Note: in general usage and specifically within copy, the term Carbon Literacy is correctly capitalised as a noun: It is therefore “Carbon Literacy” not “carbon literacy”.
[2] The Carbon Literacy Project:
The Carbon Literacy Project (CLP) was created and founded by Cooler Projects CIC (Cooler) in 2011 and was launched publicly in November 2012.
[4] The Carbon Literacy Trust:
In 2013, The Carbon Literacy Trust (registered charity number: 1156722) was established and took on all the Project's assets, so that the charity’s trustees could oversee the dissemination of Carbon Literacy across the UK and beyond, for the public good. At the trustees' behest, Cooler continues to act as the Trust's project delivery partner and delivers The Carbon Literacy Project on its behalf.
[5] COP27:
The 27th United Nations Conference of the Parties (COP27) is the 2022 UN global climate change conference, taking place in Sharm El-Sheik, Egypt. The COP conference and summit bring together almost every country on earth annually to address climate change.
[6] IPCC:
The Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC) is the international scientific body for assessing the science relating to climate change.
